The handset allows operation on two channels, i.e. two control boxes can be operated with
one handset independently.

(Memo position 2) until the stored position has been reached.

Memory positions can be overwritten an unlimited number of times.

If the control box is configured for two motor groups, each motor group can be operated
independently.
